HORTICULTURE – Elena Ahlin 
 
  After 40 years of gardening, I still have a deep fear of pruning.  After much reading and 
observation I’ve concluded that these three conditions demand winter pruning.  If you have 
stems that are DEAD, DAMAGED or DISEASED you must go forth bravely with your clippers 
and help that plant be better. 
 
     Pruning in winter is all about improving a plant’s health and structure.  Prune in February 
and March on Cape Cod, where trees and shrubs are dormant.  This winter pruning causes 
less stress, and the cut stems will heal quickly because sap is flowing slowly.    Start by 
removing any stems, branches or twigs that are dead.  Cut off dead matter flush with the 
stem or branch its growing from, or if it’s a small section, just above a healthy bud.  If 
you’re not sure it’s dead, try scratching the stem.   If alive, you’ll see a thin green layer just 
under the bark. 
  
    Next, look for signs of disease such as discolored areas, fungal growth, cankers, lesions 
or leaking sap.  Err on the safe side and cut well below the diseased area.  It’s critical that 
you sterilize your pruners or saw after each cut to be sure you don’t spread infection to the 
healthy parts of the plant.  Simply have a bucket with a 1:10 ratio of bleach and water by 
your side and thoroughly dunk your tool between cuts. 
 
   Winter storms and heavy snow often damage branches which can become infected.  
Look for scars on bark where branches rub together.  Remove all damaged stems, cutting 
back to just above a healthy bud, the branch its growing from, or the main trunk.  When 
cutting rubbing branches, cut the weaker one.  But by cutting weak stems you can redirect 
the plant’s precious energies to its stronger stems.   Go forth with confidence! 
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
